18 s “He who believes in Him is 
not condemned; but he who 
does not believe is condemned 
already, because he has not be-
lieved in the name of the only 
begotten Son of God. 19 And 
this is the condemnation, t that 
the light has come into the 
world, and men loved darkness 
rather than light, because their 
deeds were evil.

Just as Moses lifted up the snake on the pole 
so that all who looked upon it might live physically, those 
who look to Christ, who was “lifted up” on the cross, will live 
spiritually and eternally.

3:15 eternal life. This is the first of 10 references to “eter-
nal life” in John’s gospel. The same Gr. word is translated 8 
times as “everlasting life.” The two expressions appear in the 
NT nearly 50 times. Eternal life refers not only to eternal 
quantity but divine quality of life. It means lit. “life of the age 
to come” and refers therefore to resurrection and heavenly 
existence in perfect glory and holiness. This life for believers 
in the Lord Jesus is experienced before heaven is reached. 
This “eternal life” is in essence nothing less than participation 
in the eternal life of the Living Word, Jesus Christ. It is the life 
of God in every believer, yet not fully manifest until the resur-
rection (Rom. 8:19-23; Phil. 3:20,21).

3:16 For God so loved the world. The Son’s mission is 
bound up in the supreme love of God for the evil, sinful 
“world” of humanity (cf. 6:32,51; 12:47; see notes on 1:9; Matt. 
5:44,45) that is in rebellion against Him. The word “so” empha-
sizes the intensity or greatness of His love. The Father gave 
His unique and beloved Son to die on behalf of sinful men 
(see note on 2 Cor. 5:21). everlasting life. See note on v. 15; cf. 
17:3; 1 John 5:20.

3:18 believed in the name. This phrase (lit. “to believe 
into the name”) means more than mere intellectual assent to 
the claims of the gospel. It includes trust and commitment to 
Christ as Lord and Savior which results in receiving a new 
nature (v. 7) which produces a change in heart and obedi-
ence to the Lord (see note on 2:23,24).

3:22-36 This section constitutes John the Baptist’s last tes-
timony in this gospel regarding Christ. As his ministry faded 
away, Jesus’ ministry moved to the forefront. In spite of the 
fact that John the Baptist received widespread fame in Israel 

and was generally accepted by the common people of the 
land as well as those who were social outcasts, his testimony 
regarding Jesus was rejected, especially by the leaders of Is-
rael (cf. Matt. 3:5-10; Luke 7:29).

3:22 into the land of Judea. While the previous episode 
with Nicodemus took place in Jerusalem (2:23), which was 
part of Judea, the phrase here means that Jesus went out 
into the rural areas of that region. baptized. Chapter 4:2 spe-
cifically says that Jesus did not personally baptize but that His 
disciples carried on this work.

3:23 Aenon near Salim. The exact location of this refer-
ence is disputed. The phrase may refer to either Salim near 
Shechem or Salim that is 6 mi. S of Beth Shean. Both are in 
the region of Samaria. Aenon is a transliterated Heb. word 
meaning “springs,” and both of these possible sites have plen-
ty of water (“much water there”).

3:24 John had not yet been thrown into prison. This 
provides another indication that John supplemented the 
synoptic gospels by providing additional information that 
helps further understanding of the movements of John the 
Baptist and Jesus (see Introduction). In Matthew and Mark, 
Christ’s temptation is followed by John’s imprisonment. With 
this phrase, John the apostle fills in the slot between Jesus’ 
baptism and temptation and the Baptist’s imprisonment.

3:25 there arose a dispute. The dispute probably con-
cerned the relation of the baptismal ministries of John and 
Jesus to the Jews’  purification practices alluded to in 2:6. The 
real underlying impetus, however, centered in the concern of 
John’s disciples that Jesus was in competition with him.

3:25-36 This section may be divided into 3 parts which 
highlight the significance of what was occurring in relation-
ship to John’s and Jesus’ ministry: 1) John the Baptist consti-
tuted the end of the old age (vv. 25-29); 2) the transition to 
Jesus’ ministry (v. 30); and 3) Jesus’ ministry as constituting

judgment. Many of them died. When the Israel-
ites finally repented, the Lord told Moses to set a 
serpent on a staff so that everyone who looked at 
it could live. In the same way, those who face the 
penalty of death can look upon Christ’s sacrifice 
on the Cross and receive eternal life.

What does it mean to believe in Jesus? Does it 
mean that intellectually you agree with the fact

would have been the amount used to 
bury a great king— not merely a good 
man or a simple teacher. Nicodemus 
acknowledged that Jesus is the Son 
of God and treated Him with great 
respect.

We also know that according to 
the Law of Moses, no priest was to 
“defile himself for the dead among his 
people” (Lev. 21:1) because touching 
the deceased body would make him 
unclean. Yet that also did not matter 
to Nicodemus, because he realized 
that in his new eternal life, he was 
completely unblemished (John 3:16).

Today, Nicodemus’s example still 
teaches us. We learn from him that 
Jesus is always there for us, night or 
day. We learn that in God’s perfect 
timing, He will answer our most 
confounding questions. We learn 
that regardless of our status, nothing 
is more important than the life of 
Christ within us. And we learn that 
no matter how great our sacrifice, it 
can never compare to Christ’s sacrifice 
for us.

NICODeMUS
Unclean but Unblemished

JOhN 3:1– 21
It all started at night, when Nico-

demus, a Pharisee and “a ruler of 
the Jews” (John 3:1) came to the 
Light (v. 21). Nicodemus makes three 
appearances in the Book of John (3:1– 
21; 7:50– 52; 19:39– 42), and by the 
third time, we see that the truth Jesus 
planted in his heart had powerfully 
taken root. Although Jesus had been 
condemned by Nicodemus’s col-
leagues (Luke 23:13– 24), it no longer 
made a difference to him. He knew 
Jesus was the true Messiah— the hope 
of Israel and the world.

How do we know he arrived at this 
decision? Because normally the bodies 
of those who had been crucified were 
thrown on the trash heap of the city. 
Yet after Christ was removed from the 
Cross, Joseph of Arimathea claimed 
His body, prepared it for burial, and 
then placed Him in a brand new 
tomb. Nicodemus was right beside 
Joseph. He brought myrrh and aloes 
and assisted in Christ’s burial (John 
19:38– 41). It is believed that the 
spices used for the Lord’s burial were 
those personally belonging to Nico-
demus. Instead of saving them for his 
own burial, he gave them to Jesus as 
an offering of love and devotion. John 
19:39 tells us these spices weighed 
“about a hundred pounds,” which

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3:5 Water may refer to physical birth. The Hebrews used terms 
such as “water” and “drop” in describing natural birth, and such 
an explanation fits the context. However, some see a reference 
to the faith that is expressed in water baptism (not “for” but 

“because of” salvation). Spirit refers to the spiritual birth brought 
about by the renewing and transforming power of the Holy Spirit.

3:14 The deliverance from sin described in Num. 21:4–9 is a 
type of the Crucifixion.

3:16 The theme of this summary of the gospel is God’s love 
made manifest in an infinitely glorious manner. Only begotten 
can also be translated “unique” and is often used interchange-
ably with “beloved” (see Matt. 3:17). The remainder of John’s 
Gospel is given to demonstrating Jesus’ unique relationship 
to the Father.

3:22 Jesus baptized in water by means of His disciples (see 4:2).

KINGDOM DYNAMICS

3:1–5 New Birth, THE MESSAGE OF THE 
KINGDOM. Upon repentance, a new order 
of life opens to the believer in Jesus Christ. 
Jesus used the figure of “new birth” to dra-
matically indicate three things: (1) Without 
New Birth, there is no life and no relationship 
with God (14:6). (2) In New Birth, new perspec-
tive comes as we “see the kingdom of God” 
(3:3), God’s Word becomes clear, and the Holy 
Spirit’s works and wonders are believed and 
experienced—faith is alive. (3) Through New 
Birth we are introduced—literally we “enter 
in” (v. 5)—to a new realm, where God’s new 
kingdom order can be realized (2 Cor. 5:17). 
New Birth is more than simply being “saved.” 
It is a requalifying experience, opening up 
the possibilities of our whole being to the 
supernatural dimension of life and fitting us 
for a beginning in God’s kingdom order. (Matt. 
3:1, 2; 4:17/Matt. 13:1–52) J.W.H.

WORD WEALTH

3:16 loved, agapaō; Strong’s #25: Uncondi-
tional love, love by choice and by an act of 
the will. The word denotes unconquerable 
benevolence and undefeatable goodwill. 
Aga paō will never seek anything but the 
highest good for fellow mankind. Agapaō (the 
verb) and agapē (the noun) are the words for 
God’s unconditional love. It does not need a 
chemistry, an affinity, or a feeling. Agapaō is a 
word that exclusively belongs to the Christian 
community. It is a love virtually unknown to 
writers outside the NT.

WORD WEALTH

3:21 been done, ergazomai; Strong’s #2038: 
Compare “energy.” To work, be busy, accom-
plish something, carry on a trade, produce 
things, be engaged in, toil, perform, to do 
business. Ergazomai is the opposite of idle-
ness, laziness, or inactivity.

But none of 
these things came about quickly. First it 
was given to the sons of Isaac, who had 
two sons: Jacob and Esau. And Jacob had 
twelve sons, who became patriarchs who 
went down to Egypt. After three hundred 
years the people there had increased, 
were led out of Egypt by Moses and then 
were brought together by Joshua into 
the land of Canaan. Then after this were 
added all the judges. Then Samuel and 
Saul strengthened the people. But David 
fulfilled the promises of the kingdom, 
and although it was interrupted and 
there were gaps in successive reigns, it 
endured in a certain way until the time 
of Christ. In this way, although God cer-
tainly keeps His promises, He sometimes 
delays in fulfilling them.

2:8–32 Joab, by David’s authority, fought 
against Abner and his men. He obtained 
victory over them and destroyed Abner 
and his 360 men. We see, therefore, that 
it is lawful for Christians on certain occa-
sions to enter battle. This is apparent 
from Scripture. First, when the soldiers 
came to John the Baptist, he did not ask 
them to renounce their calling. He only 
said, “do not extort money from any-
one by threats or by false accusation, 
and be content with your wages.”

25:1– 7 The Sabbath year. The land was to be allowed to lie 
fallow in the seventh year. By allowing the land to rest, this 
regulation guarded against covetousness, as well as being 
sound agricultural stewardship. Through this observance 
the people of Israel acknowledged that the land belonged 
to the Lord and was His gift to them. The Babylonian captiv-
ity resulted, in part, from the people’s failure to observe the 
Sabbath years (2 Chr. 36:15– 21; see chart, The Principle of the 
Sabbath).
25:8– 17 The Year of Jubilee. Every 50th year was designat-
ed the Year of Jubilee. In this year slaves were to be freed and 

properties were to revert to the families of their original own-
ers. The basic principle is that everything belongs to the Lord 
(Lev. 25). Freeing both land and slaves served as reminders that 
God’s people are stewards of His gifts (see Luke 16, Steward-
ship; chart, The Principle of the Sabbath).
25:25 Kinsman- redeemer (Heb. go’el) or redeeming relative 
was the nearest of kin in ancient Israel (see Ruth 2:20; 4:7, 
notes). His responsibilities included redeeming property in 
danger of being sold outside the family, providing an heir for 
the deceased, and avenging the blood of the deceased. Christ 
is the Kinsman- Redeemer of His people.

13‘In this Year of Jubilee, each of you 
shall return to his possession. 14And if you 
sell anything to your neighbor or buy from 
your neighbor’s hand, you shall not oppress 
one another. 15According to the number of 
years after the Jubilee you shall buy from 
your neighbor, and according to the number 
of years of crops he shall sell to you. 16Ac-
cording to the multitude of years you shall 
increase its price, and according to the fewer 
number of years you shall diminish its price; 
for he sells to you according to the number of 
the years of the crops. 17 Therefore you shall 
not oppress one another, but you shall fear 
your God; for I am the Lord your God.

Provisions for the Seventh Year
18‘So you shall observe My statutes and 

keep My judgments, and perform them; and 
you will dwell in the land in safety. 19 Then 
the land will yield its fruit, and you will eat 
your fill, and dwell there in safety.

20‘And if you say, “What shall we eat in 
the seventh year, since we shall not sow 
nor gather in our produce?” 21 Then I will 
command My blessing on you in the sixth 
year, and it will bring forth produce enough 
for three years. 22And you shall sow in the 
eighth year, and eat old produce until the 
ninth year; until its produce comes in, you 
shall eat of the old harvest.

Redemption of Property
23‘The land shall not be sold permanent-

ly, for the land is Mine; for you are strangers 
and sojourners with Me. 24And in all the land 
of your possession you shall grant redemp-
tion of the land.

25‘If one of your brethren becomes poor, 
and has sold some of his possession, and 
if his redeeming relative comes to redeem 
it, then he may redeem what his brother 

The Sabbath of the Seventh Year

25  And the Lord spoke to Moses on 
Mount Sinai, saying, 2“Speak to the 

children of Israel, and say to them: ‘When 
you come into the land which I give you, 
then the land shall keep a sabbath to the 
Lord. 3Six years you shall sow your field, and 
six years you shall prune your vineyard, and 
gather its fruit; 4but in the seventh year there 
shall be a sabbath of solemn rest for the land, 
a sabbath to the Lord. You shall neither sow 
your field nor prune your vineyard. 5 What 
grows of its own accord of your harvest you 
shall not reap, nor gather the grapes of your 
untended vine, for it is a year of rest for the 
land.

9 Then 
you shall cause the trumpet of the Jubilee 
to sound on the tenth day of the seventh 
month; on the Day of Atonement you shall 
make the trumpet to sound throughout all 
your land.

Only begotten —   Greek word for only begot-
ten suggests a one and only son or child. For 
example, Jesus healed or raised the only son of 
the widow of Nain (Luke 7:12), the only daugh‑
ter of Jairus (Luke 8:42), and a man’s only son, 
who had a demon (Luke 9:38). Yet the word 
does not necessarily have to convey the idea 
of a birth. For example, Isaac is called Abra‑
ham’s “only begotten” in Hebrews 11:17 and in 
the Septuagint, the Greek Old Testament (see 
Gen. 22:2, 12, 16), when actually Abraham had 
two sons: Ishmael and Isaac.

Religion & Worship
Baptism is a ritual of  bathing that was prac-
ticed by the Jews before New Testament
times. Forms of  baptism were used in other

religions as well. It is a natural symbol of  cleans-
ing or purification. Baptism announces the
beginning of  a new life, marking the transition
from paganism to Judaism, or for the church,
from unbelief  to Christ (John 2:11; 3:22).

TRANSITION

Through Samaria to Galilee
John’s remark that Jesus “needed to go

through Samaria” to return to Galilee (John
4:4) may reflect a spiritual necessity of His
ministry. Most Jews en route to Galilee trav-
eled through the region of Perea east of the
Jordan River rather than take the more direct
route through Samaria. There were deep -
seated prejudices between the Jews and the
Samaritans, going back to at least the period
of the restoration of Judah following the
Bab ylonian exile. Jesus, however, had a mis-
sion to Samaritans as well as to Jews.

Figuring prominently in John 4 are two
aspects of Jewish and Samaritan religious
differences: the place of worship and the
promised Messiah. The Samaritans had
opposed the reconstruction of the Jerusalem
temple in 538 B.C. (Ezra 4:1–5). Furthermore,
they had constructed their own temple to
the God of Abraham on Mount Gerizim 
in either 388 or 332 B.C. Wishing to divert

3:8 A play on words: the Greek word pneuma means both wind and Spirit. The working of the Holy
Spirit in the new birth is as mysterious as the source and destination of the blowing wind. Likewise, the
Spirit moves where He wills and cannot be contained by human ideas or agendas.
3:12 According to St. John Chrysostom, earthly things refer to grace and baptism given to man. These
are earthly, not in the sense of “unspiritual,” but only in the sense that they occur on earth and are
given to creatures. The heavenly things involve the ungraspable mysteries of the eternal generation of
the Son from the Father; they relate to His eternal existence before all time and to God’s divine plan of
salvation for the world. A person first must grasp the ways in which God works among mankind before
he can even begin to understand things that pertain to God Himself.

3:3 unless one is born again. Jesus was explaining 
to Nicodemus that there is more to having a right 
relationship with God than being physically born a 
Jew. The new birth is not physical; rather, it is spiritual 
(v. 6). It must come by the Spirit of God if it is a spiri-
tual birth (v. 5).
3:5 born of water and the Spirit. There are several 
interpretations of this phrase. (1) Jesus was referring 
to water baptism (Acts 10:43 – 47). (2) Water is to be 
understood as a symbol for the Holy Spirit. (3) Water 
is to be understood as a symbol of the Word of God. 
(4) Jesus used the phrase “born of water” to refer to 
physical birth.

3:12 heavenly things. This refers to events like 

Christ’s ascension (6:61 – 62) and the coming of the 
Holy Spirit (16:7).
3:14 lifted up. Every time these words occur in the 
Gospel of John, there is a reference to Jesus’ death 
(8:28; 12:32,34). as Moses lifted up the serpent in the 
wilderness. Those who looked at it lived (Num. 21:9). 
So it is with the Son of Man (1:51).
3:16 Belief — Belief involves understanding, know-
ing, living, and being committed to a relationship 
with God. How one does all that is so different from 
not doing it, it is like being born again to a new life. 
Nicodemus had a little knowledge. What Nicodemus 
failed to understand was the nature of spiritual real-
ity. He was earthbound and didn’t understand that 
Jesus and belief are God things. He could not get 
from where he was to where Jesus was on the road of 
his understanding. He needed to accept a new road, 
namely the one Jesus was walking, toward Him. Jesus 
draws us to that light, His light. We have to respond 
to it as Nicodemus did over time (7:50; 19:39). Belief 
involves internalizing these truths with our whole 
hearts and minds, being born again, letting all of our-
selves be exposed to, and by, that light.

3:16 Belief — Belief involves understanding, know-
ing, living, and being committed to a relationship 
with God. How one does all that is so different from 
not doing it, it is like being born again to a new life. 
Nicodemus had a little knowledge. What Nicode-
mus failed to understand was the nature of spiritual 
reality. He was earthbound and didn’t understand 
that Jesus and belief are God things. He could not 
get from where he was to where Jesus was on the 
road of his understanding. He needed to accept 
a new road, namely the one Jesus was walking, 
toward Him.

1 John 4:9) G3439: The Greek word for only 
begotten suggests a one and only son or child. For 
example, Jesus healed or raised the only son of the 
widow of Nain (Luke 7:12), the only daughter of 
Jairus (Luke 8:42), and a man’s only son, who had 
a demon (Luke 9:38). Yet the word does not neces­
sarily have to convey the idea of a birth. For exam­
ple, Isaac is called Abraham’s “only begotten” in 
Hebrews 11:17 and in the Septuagint, the Greek 
Old Testament (see Gen. 22:2, 12, 16), when actu­
ally Abraham had two sons: Ishmael and Isaac.

PROFILE in Leadership

Jesus:
God’s Son, God’s Leader
John 3:1–21

A Pharisee named Nicodemus recognized something 
special about Jesus, something that set him apart 
from the many other religious types he had met. Jesus 
seemed to possess a unique authority in everything 
he did or said. So this zealous leader rightly confessed 
to Jesus, “No one could perform the signs you are do-
ing if God were not with him” (Jn 3:2). With that state-
ment, Nicodemus showed how close he had come to 
understanding the true identity of Jesus Christ.

In his conversation with Nicodemus— and in the 
encounter with the Samaritan woman at the well and 
in a series of miracles and teachings that followed  
(Jn 4–6)— Jesus established himself in word and in deed 
as the One God had sent to be the Savior of the world.

While Nicodemus recognized that God had sent 
Jesus, there was much more to it than that. Christ 
wasn’t just sent of God; he was God in the flesh, the 
Son of the true and living God.

Since none of us can claim Jesus’ lofty heritage, 
none of us can exactly match the kind of leadership 
expressed by the Lord Jesus Christ when he walked 
the earth.

NIcodemuS: unclean 
but unblemished

JOHN 3 :1–18

It all started at night, when Nicode-
mus, a Pharisee and “a ruler of the 

Jews” (John 3:1) came to the light (John 3:21). 
Nicodemus makes three appearances in the 
Bible (John 3:1–21; 7:50–52; 19:39–42), and 
by the third time, we see that the truth Jesus 
planted in his heart had powerfully taken 
root. although Jesus had been condemned by 
Nicodemus’ colleagues (luke 23:13–24), it no 
longer made a difference to him. Nicodemus 
knew Jesus was the true messiah—the hope 
of Israel and the world.

How do we know he arrived at this 
decision? Normally the bodies of those who 
had been crucified were thrown on the 
trash heap of the city. Yet after Christ was 
removed from the Cross, Joseph of arimathea 
claimed His body, prepared it for burial, and 
then placed Him in a brand new tomb. Nico-
demus was right beside Joseph. He brought 
myrrh and aloes and assisted in Christ’s burial 
(John 19:38–41). It is believed the spices used 

for the lord’s burial were those personally 
belonging to Nicodemus. Instead of saving 
them for his own burial, he gave them to 
Jesus as an offering of love and devotion. 
John 19:39 tells us these spices weighed 
“about a hundred pounds weight,” which 
would have been the amount used to bury 
a great king—not merely a good man or a 
simple teacher. Nicodemus acknowledged 
that Jesus is the Son of God, and treated Him 
with great respect.

We also know that according to the law 
of moses, no priest was to “defile himself 
for a dead person” (lev. 21:1)—touching the 
deceased body would make him unclean. 
Yet that also did not matter to Nicodemus 
because he realized that in his new eternal 
life, he was completely unblemished (John 
3:16).

Today, Nicodemus’ example still teaches 
us. We learn from him that Jesus is always 
there for us, night or day. We learn that in 
God’s perfect timing, He will answer our most 
confounding questions. We learn that regard-
less of our status, nothing is more important 
than the life of Christ within us. and we learn 
that no matter how great our sacrifice, it can 
never compare to Christ’s sacrifice for us.
